Standard English, or the English native speakers use every day, is bursting with nuances and
idiosyncrasies that are difficult to translate into foreign languages.

CRIMINAL LAW

When a person violates certain duties to society and disturbs public peace and order, the violation
is governed by criminal law as a set of rules to regulate criminal violations. The government, acting in the
name of all the people, investigates, prosecutes, and tries to fine or imprison the alleged wrongdoer.
Generally, when a crime occurs, private rights of the individual victim are violated at the same time. Thus,
the civil law may also apply. The victim of the crime may, therefore, sue the wrongdoer but seldom does
because it is usually difficult to collect damages from criminals. The difference between civil law and
criminal law turns on the difference between two different objects which law seeks to pursue - redress or
punishment. The object of civil law is the redress of wrongs by compelling compensation or restitution:
the wrongdoer is not punished; he only suffers so much harm as it is necessary to make good the wrong
he has done. The person who has suffered gets a definite benefit fromthe law, or at least he avoids a loss.

MARCUS TULLIUS CICERO (106-43BC)

A brilliant lawyer and the first of his family to achieve Roman office, Cicero was one of
the leading political figures of the era of Julius Caesar, Pompey, Marc Antony and Octavian. A
string of misjudged alliances saw him exiled and eventually murdered, but Cicero’s writings
barely waned in influence over the centuries. It was through him that the thinkers of the Renaissance
and Enlightenment discovered the riches of Classical rhetoric and philosophy.

He wrote some books “How to win an argument”, “How to run a country”, for example. In his
book “How to tell a joke” Cicero wrote that nothing is as powerful as jokes can be, but they are also hugely
risky. The line between a witty joke and an offensive one isn’t always clear. Cross it and you’ll look like
a clown, or worse. Here, Cicero and Quintilian explore every aspect of telling jokes—while avoiding
costly mistakes.

A lawyer widely respected for his philosophical writing, understanding of Greek philosophy
and the structure that his analyses gave to Roman law. He viewed justice as the highest human virtue, and
his work is a cornucopia of percipient observations about law. He was murdered as anopponent of
Octavian.

JUNION JACK

The flag of Great Britain is one of the state symbols of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland. It is a blue rectangular panel with the image of a red straight cross in a white edging
superimposed on white and red oblique crosses. “Union Jack” consists of three flags, the British proper -
red straight cross on white, Scotland - oblique white on blue, and Ireland - oblique thin red on white.

The flag of Great Britain dates back to 1603, when King James VI of Scotland inherited the throne
of England and became King of England under the name of James I. At the same time, the alliance
between England and Scotland was in the nature of a personal union, and they remained independent
states. On April 12, 1606, a new flag of the Union of States was approved: the English flag of St. George
(red cross on a white background) was superimposed on the Scottish flag of St. Andrew (a white oblique
cross on a blue background).

Initially, the flag was used only at sea by both military and merchant ships of both countries. On
May 5, 1634, it was ordered to be used only by warships as a jack (hence its common name "Union
Jack™ - "Jack" in English - the bow flag of a ship or vessel), while merchant ships were supposed to raise
the flags of the saint George (English) or St. Andrew (Scottish). At the same time, ground forces continued
to use the banners of their countries.

After the adoption of the Union Act in 1707, which united the two kingdoms into a single Kingdom
of Great Britain, the united flag became the flag of the new state.

An enforcement officer, or police officer, is a government employee who implements local, state,
and federal law regulations. In this job, you follow a code to put community needs ahead of your own and
often put your life on the line to keep others safe. Job duties include responding to emergency calls, issuing
citations for violations, and arresting suspects in criminal investigations. You drive a cop car or walk in a
designated neighborhood to patrol the streets, and you may need to chase suspects on foot. You’re also
responsible for filing paperwork and writing incident reports at the office. Enforcement officers work for
a variety of departments.

The qualifications to become an enforcement officer start with at least a high school diploma in
addition to completing police academy training, but some college education is also preferred. Each
police agency has their own list of additional requirements. Many employers prefer enforcement officers
with experience in law enforcement and thus require training, which continues for the first few years in
this career. Prospective officers must have firearm skills and know lifesaving techniques such as first
aid. Experience in security or emergency response is also helpful.

Law enforcement officers are not above the law simply because they enforce it. Their powers are
set by legislation and enforced as well. They have the authority to make arrests if an offense has been
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committed or the officer has reasonable grounds to suspect it has, if the peace of the community is
disturbed, if bail conditions have not been met, or if an arrest warrant is out. The officer must explain the
reasons for each arrest and use force or physical restraints if necessary. They can search suspects and their
property and question people of interest, but people have the right to due process.
