Many large businesses in the UK are public limited companies (plc), which means that
the public can buy and sell their shares on the stock exchange. Examples include Marks &
Spencer, British Telecom and the National Westminster Bank. The minimum share capital for a
public limited company is £50,000, so many new businesses are likely to take one of the
following forms.

Sole Trader or Sole Proprietor (UK): The simplest way of starting a business. You are
self-employed and entirely responsible for all aspects of the management of your business.

Partnership (UK): Two or more people starting a business together can set up a
partnership. All partners are responsible for the debts of the partnership, and profits and losses
are shared between them.

Private Limited Company (UK): A company can be formed with a minimum of two
people becoming its shareholders. They must appoint a director and a company secretary. If the
company goes out of business, the responsibility of each shareholder is limited to the amount
that they have contributed; they have limited liability. Such a company has Ltd (Limited) after
its name.

In the US, businesses take the same basic forms. However, American companies are
registered or incorporated with the authorities in the state where they have their headquarters.
The abbreviations Inc and Corp refer to such companies. To sell shares to the public they must
apply to the Securities Exchange Commission.

1. Mr. Byrd was an ex-State Department employee hired by a well-known multinational
corporation to be its ‘man in Riyadh’, Saudi Arabia. This retired American diplomat went to the
home of a Saudi, Mr. Fouad, to try to interest him in participating in a local joint venture with his
company. A middle man who knew them both had introduced them. As this was the first
meeting, the men’s conversation began with small talk that made Mr. Byrd a little impatient.
Questions such as: ‘how are you doing?’ ‘How was our flight?’ ‘how is your family?’ an ‘how is
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your father?” were common. Mr. Byrd, familiar with all these obligatory formalities of greeting,
answered ‘fine’. ‘Oh, my father, yes, wefi, he is fine, but he is getting a little deaf. | saw him a
few months ago during Christmas when we took him out of the nursing home for a few days.’
From that point everything froze up. Mr. Byrd’s mission was completely derailed. Mr. Fouad
remained gracious enough but obviously was uninterested in doing any business with Mr. Byrd.

2. This incident was reported by a British management consultant based in Paris: “I had
taken the American CEO of a New York based consulting company to a French consulting firm
in Paris. The negotiations did not go well. He hadn’t been in the boardroom for more than 15
minutes before he asked them what their company’s annual earnings were. Without waiting for
an answer to that question, he suggested they give him an estimate of their firm’s market value,
as he was interested in making them an offer.”

3. Jim Turner was attending a conference in Lyons. This was not his first trip to France
and he was pleased the French colleagues he’d met previously remembered him. One evening
they invited him along for dinner and began joking about the quality of the food. That surprised
him. He thought the food was really rather good and said so, expecting the discussion to
continue. But to his great discomfort, they then make some joke about ‘Americans and food’ and
changed the subject. He felt somewhat excluded and didn’t know what he’d done wrong.

If a person can do what he wishes with his own property, time, and energy, then

The State organizes
the whole economic effort of the nation. The central authority (1) decides what
goods and services will be produced.

In most economic systems, the prices of the majority of goods and services do not change
() . In some systems it is of course possible for an individual to bargain over prices,
because they are not fixed in advance.

Elasticity of supply, as a response to changes in price, is related to demand. Economists
define 'demand’ as a consumer's desire or want, together with his willingness to pay for what he
wants. We can say that demand is indicated by our willingness to offer money (1) .

People very seldom have everything they want. Usually we have to decide carefully how
we spend our income.

Basic human needs are simple, but every individual has additional personal wants which
may be very complex. These complex personal wants are satisfied in different ways

known in economics as its 'utility’. Utility is not the same as usefulness. A submarine, for

If the prices of a particular commodity rise in the economy as a whole, the rise will
naturally encourage producers (1) . If, on the other hand, prices fall locally or throughout
the world, producers will reduce production. Supplies of many commaodities can generally be
adjusted to suit market conditions. This means that changes in market prices lead to changes in
the quantity of a particular commodity made available to consumers. Household goods and
furniture are in this category.

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Money is not only a means of exchange but is also a means of measuring the value of
men's labour. In economic theory, 'labour’ is any work undertaken in return for a fixed payment.

There is always an element of risk (1) and starting a business. The business
may not be successful. The employees of the business do not bear this risk, but the employers
and the providers of capital do bear it. If the business is successful, the risk has been justified and
the invested capital earns part of the profits as a return on the investment.

The capital which people provide to help new businesses is an accumulation of previous

State planning and central control of the economy often mean that a state government has
the monopoly of important goods and services. Some countries have state monopolies in basic
commodities like steel and transport, while other countries have monopolies (1) as
matches. Most national authorities monopolize the postal services within their borders.

A different kind of monopoly arises when a country, through geographical and geological
circumstances, has (2) or important services, as for example with Canadian nickel
and the Egyptian ownership of the Suez Canal. Such monopolies can be called natural
monopolies. They are very different from legal monopolies, where the law of a country permits
certain producers, authors and inventors a full monopoly over the sale of their own products.
